			   Simple health regimes were worked out together with GP’s which can be given to all medical 		
			   camp attendees.  Its clear that general daily hygiene can help people avoid some of the issues 		
			   they deal with.  Time was spent in this form of education. 
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AFRICA – SCANN  -  Street Children’s Assistance Network Nakuru
Education of street children from Nakuru.
SCANN provides a Home to 109 destitute street children,where they are provided with shelter, food, 
clothing Healthcare and education.
The WPF Foundation continues to support the upkeep of 8 children at SCANN Centre in Nakuru, Kenya.
We also do ‘spontaneous’ donations to help during times of difficulty or when they were starting up new 
projects eg the soup kitchen is from covid times because street people suffered enormously as a result.

Webinar 13 December 2022:
Information of the exchange project WPF Twente and Solan public school in India. Representatives of 
Twente visited India. Information about the pilgrimage wpf trail by walking and cycling along monuments 
in Nijmegen, Oosterbeek, Twente. Exchange of all local groups, inspiring and learning from each other.

Webinar 10 mei 2023
Presentation about the history of WPF by one of the founders (Hans). Information WPF The Hague about 
the experiences of the thousands of tourists visiting the monument. Information about the WPF in Eind-
hoven in the Glorieux park, and the meaning of the art objects along the path of peace.
•
Webinar 22 november 2023
Presentation by Savitri MacCuish about the meaning of the flame and what we can contribute as peace-
makers. Information about the WPF in Rotterdam situated in the hall of the ecological shopping centre, 
radiating care for the earth, sustainability and fait trade. Information about the monument in Cadzand 
visited by many tourists and surrounded by many peace activities in the village.

Introduction meaning of the wpf by the prayer of the seven flames by Hans Wentink. Overview of

LOCAL INITIATIVES

13th of March 2024 WPF Eindhoven: the aim is to realise a WPF in the Waterrijkpark in
Eindhoven. As preparation a latern with flame is placed in the Parkrestaurant, so the light can
do its work.

21st of March 2024 WPF Twente: celebration 12 years WPF in de Wonne, with chanting and reflec-
tion about
the meaning of the flame for yourself. Presentation by Hans Wentink about the Prayer of the
seven flames.

9th of May 2004.  Cadzand
This monument celebrated its 20th Anniversary on May 9th 2024 with a Freedom Walk in the 
footsteps of the Flame arriving in Cadzand 20 years ago to the church in Cadzand Dorp where the 
Eternally burning flame is placed.  
An outside meeting was held around the Monument with music and opportunities to talk. This 
was followed by a concert with singers, performers, speakers and a book presentation published 
especially for the event. 
Cadzand have been successful in their fundraising efforts and are managing several local 
projects under the WPF banner. 
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Regular groups who are taken on a ’tour’ where there are many prompts for discussion.  
Arun Gandhi, the grandson of Mohandas K Gandhi was one of the visitors to be taken around the 
Freedom Walk which involves much of the village of Cadzand as they have been very successful in 
bringing the community together.

14th of mei 2024 WPF Rotterdam: On this rememberence day of WW II children create poems about: 
‘What does peace mean to me?’ At the monument they say the poems in the presence of the Mayor.

14th of June Twente Monument in Enschede, a 40 kilometer nightwalk of celebration was a great 
initiative of the community to support the Monumet in de Wonne. It is an example of how all through 
small and larger initiatives the World Peace Flame is  at a local level inspiring many people. We attend 
and give support and materials.
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15th of June 2024 Initiative in Andel: Henk cycled from the source of the river Maas to its end in Rotterdam, 
controlling the water quality. In Rotterdam he lit his latern at the wpf and cycled to his home village Andel, 
to lit the flame in a little chapel.

17th of June 2024 WPF Holsbeek, Belgium. A beautiful ‘Monument of the dove’, situated as a meditative 
shelter looking over villages and fields. The loyalty of this group of people to maintain the light and peace 
already during 10 years, is great.

Jan – June 2024 WPF Bronckhorst: close cooperation with ‘Activité pour Liberté’ (pilgrimages by foot and 
by bike) and increasing activities with PEIA on schools.

THE HAGUE MONUMENT & PATHWAY
